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Conditions

The heavy rain that fell in the autumn of 2002
and again in January 2003 was followed by
higher than average temperatures in March.
The climatic conditions in May were
extremely beneficial to the flowering and berry
set, both indicated that 2003 would be a
reasonably large harvest. The summer was
hot and dry bringing good concentration to
the grapes, but rainfall on 27th and 28th August
was very welcome and played a key role in
improving fruit quality. The grapes arrived at
the winery with good Baumes and the musts
showed very good colour. The grapes were
picked by hand from the 18th September,
ending on the 9th of October.
